When 1% of the world’s population owns 98% of its wealth.
it’s obvious that something has gone badly wrong. Baron
Rothschild famously said “Give me control of a nation’s
money supply and I care not who makes its laws”. When
our government answers to the bankers and not the people,
time to do something about it.

There is no shortage of resources in the world, no matter
what you are told in the media. It’s just that it’s in the wrong

handls - and far too few hands at that. Systems of free enerey

are now beginning to emerge, having been hidden by
power- hungry corporations who would rather we used their
oil and gas. We have allowed ourselves to become
dependent on the pharmaceutical companies, who operate
like legal drug pushers for their profits, not our benefit.

You might think there’s nothing you can do. The point is,
that by continuing to do nothing, we sleep-walk into a
system of economic slavery - a system where war and
conflict benefit a small elite and tie the rest of us into
endless debt. It is only by our consent that this can happen.
There is nobody more hopelessly enslaved than he who
does not realise it. It is our consent that gives our ‘masters’
their power and they have subtle ways to ensure we keep
giving it.

Taking that power away from them is not something they
will relish, but we do not believe that conflict is necessary
to overthrow the system. When people are ready, when they
wale up to the benefits of a new society, they can simply
turn their backs on the old and embrace the new. When that

happens, the old will simply wither away. It will have no
further use.

It is our belief that you should not break something if you
cannot make something in its place. The people of Shetland,
because of its unique history, have the opportunity to do just
that. Research shows that there is no date in Shetland’s
history when it could have become part of Scotland. All
those organisations that profess to have authority in
Shetland base that authority on the supposition that Shetland
is part of Scotland and hence part of the UK and the EU. It
is only by our consent that this situation continues.

One man has been testing the power of these authorities in
Shetland. Try as he might, he has been unable to get any of
them to take him to court. They know they will have to
answer the question “When did Shetland become part of
Scotland?” and they have no answer. The list of authorities
so far challenged includes HMRC Income Tax and VAT,
Northern Constabulary, the SIC, DVLA, The Crown
Estates. He has also been challenging the banks - Natwest
Bank recently had to get the High Court to prevent him
taking out a winding-up order on them.

These activities are making others question what is going on
here and raising the possibility of change. That change will
be brought about, not by going cap in hand and asking. but
by taking direct justified action in support of our rights.
There is no need for violence - we just need to withdraw our
consent to the existing power structure.
