nothing has occurred at any time to give the government of the United
Kingdom any p owers whatsoever over the sovereign people of Shetland AND:

the government of the United Kingdom has committed fraudulent acts upon
the sovereign p ecple of Shetland to their great detriment AND:

King Charles IT declared in 1669 that in the event of a general dissolution of
His Majesty’s properties, such as happened in 1707 with the Act of Union,
these islands werenot to beincluded AND:

Queen Anneignored the provisions laid down by King Charles IT and without
any prior right, title or sovereignty, illegally incorp orated Shetland into Great
Britain with the 1707 Act of Union AND:

the 1707 Act of Union of England and Scotland malces no mention of Shetland
AND:
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in 1975 the government of the United Kingdom forced the sovereign people
Shetland, to their great disadvantage, to remain in the Furop ean Economic
Community, and later the European Union, against the clearly stated will of
thepeople AND:

the government of the United Kingdom, without any prior right or title, appro-
priated the fishing and other rights, in the seas around these islands and gave
them to foreign powers AND:

the government of the United Kingdom, without any prior right or title, appro-
priated the seabed around these islands for the purposes of oil extraction
AND:

the government of the United Kingdom demands rents for the use of seabed
around Shetland, to which they have no right or title AND

the government of the United Kingdom, without right, demands taxes of the
sover eign people of Shetland and only accounts to them for half of those taxes,
using theremainder for its own purposes AND:

the Shetlands Tslands Councillors and their legal department, having been
advised of these issues and having chosen to tale no action, theréby malke
themselves complicit in illegal acts AND:

the sovereign pecple of Shetland, as if in a drug-induced sleep, have been
stripped of their rights and persuaded to believe that they are no longer
sovereign, but are subject to a foreign and unlawful government.
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In the face of this injustice, be it known by all men tha

We, the Soverdign Citizens of Shetland do her eby redeem and declare our Sov-
eréignty, which is our birthright.

We, the Sovereign Citizens of Shetland, do declare the xight to the ownership
of Shetland, and to the unfettered control of Shetland destinies, to be sover eign
and indefeasible.

We, the Soverdian Citizens of Shetland, being the absolute and rightful owners
of the islands of Shetland, do declare and mnounce the formation of the
Soverdgn Nation of Shetland.

We, the Soverdgn Citizens of Shetland, declare that we owe no allegiance to
any United Kingdom government and arenot bound by any of its statutes.
